WHEREAS, pursuant to the FACT Act, the FTC and bank regulatory agencies have enacted regulations, commonly known as the “Red Flag Rules” (“Rules”), requiring that creditors who maintain covered accounts implement a program to detect, prevent and mitigate identity theft, including medical identity theft; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to FTC interpretations, [PROVIDER] is subject to the Rules.
