As many of you are aware, we
developed the 51020 network as a
safety net for the Medic Network.
Even in the absence of internet
access, anyone with a text message
capable phone can gather some
information about the patient in
question. We encourage you to try it:

e Put 51020 in the number field

* And text the iB PIN “RM3WL4QU”
in the content of the message

Hit send and shortly you will receive a
text message that outlines some
important information that the patient
has provided. While this does not
replace the medic network, it provides
immediate access to critical data that
the patient wants shared. We have
modified the registration process to
have patients create a Public Profile
immediately when they register.
Educating your community will help
enhance the application of this feature.
