Hinson was recognized for his efforts and his dedication to the AAA, including being a past President of the organization.  In presenting the award, President Garner said, “Ben exemplifies the greatest aspects of leadership and volunteer service, stay the course, be bold, remain passionate, display perseverance and always remain true to your self.”

Its ambulance operation members across the United States provide coverage for more than 95% of the urban US population with emergency and non-emergency medical transportation services.
